She stated in an email that Option 2 is the preferred design from Shropshire Council as it should resolve the current issues that have been identified onsite for the most reasonable cost; it is also within the CIL and neighbourhood fund contribution already secured. Option 5 is more than the current budget available for the (end of paragraph?)

 

She said she met the clerk (NOT ME) on site with one of the WSP engineers to discuss the options and part of the conversation was that should in a number of years further development cause additional capacity issues on the roundabout Option 2 design could easily be upgraded to option 5. The detailed design for the roundabout is being progressed at the moment and the construction is scheduled next financial year. Once detailed design is completed, I will get a copy over to the parish.

Another reason Option 2 is preferred is that it doesn’t require any land purchase and can be placed entirely within the current highway boundary.
